Individual Therapy
One-on-one sessions designed to promote
personal growth and enhance mental health.

Family Therapy
Involving clients along with parents, siblings, and
other household members to cultivate positive
family dynamics.

Outpatient Group Therapy  
Facilitating collaborative sessions for three or
more individuals within a group setting.

Navajo Traditional & Cultural Education and
Services 

Offering culturally relevant education and
practices to support individuals and families.

Aftercare Outpatient Services
Providing support following discharge from
residential or outpatient treatment to ensure
ongoing care and recovery.

Individuals requiring intensive therapy 
services will be referred to appropriate external
resources.

All treatment services are offered free of
charge and are voluntary, contingent upon
informed consent and confidentiality.
NTCCF extends mental health services to all
Native American children and adults.
Treatment and counseling services are
available for children and families affected
by trauma.
NTCCF provides trauma focused Western
treatment modalities and Navajo base
services to children and families. 
NTCCF provides traditional and cultural
presentations, teachings, prevention
information, and awareness to local schools
and to Navajo Nation programs.
NTCCF provides parenting information to
families. 
NTCCF attends CPT and MDT meetings with
local partners. 
Administrative, clinical support and quality
assurance are available for staff. 

NTCCF is committed to delivering trauma-
informed care to clients while actively
pursuing enhanced competency in modalities
aligned with best practices for staff
development.
